Chairman Robert Bishop convened the Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. in the Callahan Room.

Pledge of Allegiance:
Roll Call:
Approval of Minutes: Chairman Robert Bishop, called for the approval of minutes for January 9, 2017.  Marc Strout moved to approve the minutes for January 9, 2017 as presented. John Bartels second. 

John Bartels reported that the Select Board reorganization on page 7 should include the nomination activities, this needs to be inserted and the Executive session minutes needs to be corrected. Also under Future Agenda Items Special Municipal Employees and EPMG credit need to be included. 

Marc Strout moved to table further discussion until the minutes are corrected for the next meeting. John Bartels second. Motion carried unanimously.
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Public to Address the Board: Mary Lamke – 529 Kirchner Road asked to be recognized for Item 6 – COA Alcohol Policy. Richard Hall – 164 Greenridge Plaza and Edward Holub – 49 Barton Hill Road asked to be recognized for Senior Center Attic insulation.

Al Nadeau – 24 Elaine Avenue asked to be recognized for Item 6 – COA Alcohol Policy and Item 9 – Old Dalton High School.

Richard Hall – 164 Greenridge Drive asked to be recognized for Library lights.
Richard Hall advised the Board that the Green Dalton Committee on December 10, 1016 approved $11,651.00 to be allocated for the installation of new lights in the Library.

Richard Hall advised the Board that resources to update the lighting in the Town hall is being achieved with a rebate of funds from Eversource - $12,168.70. The remaining costs - $5,150.10 to be provided from the Town Budget.

Cheryl Rose reported that the options to correct the heating/ventilation system in the Senior Center attic were reviewed (1) Option 1 would encase the furnace, this is a patch design which has limitations. (2) Option 2 was a more complete design with a longer operating life, and more expensive than Option 1 and was selected by the Green Dalton Committee to ensure an effective way to correct the current issues.

Edward Holub – 49 Barton Hill Road advised the Select Board that under announcements for the Green Dalton Committee, they need one new member.

Modification of Alcohol Policy for Senior Center: Chairman Robert Bishop read for the record the January 23, 2017 request to review and change the alcohol policy at the Senior center.

The modified policy would now read “Alcohol and illegal substances in or about the Senior Center; inebriated behavior will not be tolerated. Under specific circumstances, alcohol used for educational and/or fundraising purposes will be permitted under the guidance of administration.

Kelly Pizzi advised the Board that she is seeking approval for the policy change, so that it can be included in the forthcoming revised COA Handbook is sent for publishing.
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John Bartels questioned  “under the guidance of the Administration , how will this be assigned? Kelly Pizzi indicated that a member of the COA staff will be in attendance.

Al Nadeau – 24 Elaine Avenue questioned who carries the liability insurance?
 Kelly Pizzi replied that the vendor doing the event is responsible. Michael Szklasz asked what our liability level is and is the provider insured? Kenneth Walto will check on this matter.                                                                                                                  

Mary Lamke – 529 Kirchner Road expressed several concerns: (1) Will these events promote the attendees to drink? (2) Training of the Police is acceptable. (3) Why provide alcohol , many seniors are on medications which may be enhanced by alcohol. Who will be liable? 

Kelly Pizzi explained that the event proposed is a Tasting Party, very small amounts at intervals thru the program. 

Margaret Cahill – 49 Barton Hill Road stated that the decision to Taste is an individual responsibility no different than if the individual went to a restaurant.

John Bartels reported that Alcohol Tasting parties do not provide enough alcohol to affect 
the blood alcohol level if tested.

Marc Strout moved to accept the modified Alcohol policy as written, and all future events to come before the Select Board for review. John Bartels second. Motion carried unanimously.

Frosted Mug 5K series Race Approval: Chairman Robert Bishop put forward Kent Lemme’s request to hold the Frosted 5K Road Race from Dewey’s Public House on February 26, 2017. Kent Lemme advised the Board that this is the second time for this race and they are expecting good participation. The first race in Lennox had 117 participants. Mr. Lemme thanked the Board for Dalton’s support and he hopes this event will become an annual event.

Marc Strout moved to accept the road race as presented. Michael Szklasz second. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution: Dalton Council on Aging: Chairman Robert Bishop presented the Resolution of the Select Board authorizing the acceptance of  $5,000.00 grant written by the Friends of the Council on Aging to the Berkshire Life Charitable Foundation .
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Marc Strout moved to accept the $5,000.00 grant from the Berkshire Life Charitable Foundation as presented. Michael Szklasz second. Vote called: Ayes – 3, Abstain– 1 (Bartels)
Motion carried.

Old Dalton High Report: Robert Bishop reported that the next meeting will be scheduled in mid- February. Kenneth Walto, Town Manager reported that DLTA – technical support will review the Committees report, this service is provided by the BRPC.  

CBRSD WHRS Building Project: John Bartels reported that the next meeting is scheduled for February 7, 2017. The Feasibility Study Estimated Costs have been determined: Total cost estimated $850,000.00. $550, 000.00 for Architect & Design, $259,000.00 Owner’s Project Manager and $50,000.00 Advertising and contingency.

Estimated borrowing costs CBRSD five year temporary borrowing term

 Estimated Town and Taxpayer costs for five year term with no rollover into construction, $850,000.00.

Estimated Town and Taxpayer costs with rollover into construction, to be determined if the Feasibility Study Recommendations are accepted.

In early March, 2017 the Parameters for the Feasibility Study will be set. At this time the School Committee has voted to approve the $850, 000.00 for the Feasibility Study. The popular vote is scheduled for Saturday April 8, 2017, alternate date may be Tuesday April 11, 2017. The CBRSD will assume the cost.
