The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM

Status of PCF for Denis Senecal
Tim Gaudet reported that at the September 26th Select Board meeting, the board approved the PCF to appoint Denis Senecal as interim superintendent until Brett Simmons starts on October 15th. 
The Select Board would not vote on the PCF to appoint Denis Senecal as Water Operations Field Supervisor, as this position has not been approved by the PPPB. The board indicated that before this position can be approved, the Collins Center needs to complete the Classification and Compensation study, which is now expected to be completed by the end of the year.

Status of PCF and PSA for Brett Simmons
Tim reported that the Select Board approved the PCF and Personal Services Agreement for Brett Simmons to be the new Water Superintendent, with a start date of October 15th.

Classification and Compensation Study Questionnaires
Denis Senecal completed the Position Classification Questionnaire for the Water Operations Field Supervisor position. This was submitted to Ed Gibson to forward to the Collins Center group that is conducting the Classification and Compensation study. Tim Gaudet completed the Questionnaires for the other two SWD positions (Superintendent, Technician) based on the previously approved Job Descriptions. Tim presented these Questionnaires to the other Water Commissioners. Chuck Kaniecki made a motion to approve these completed Questionnaires and submit to the Collins Center. Tim Gaudet seconded. Approved 2-0.

Job Descriptions
For a water system that is the size and complexity of Southampton’s, it was stated that the minimum required licensing should be a Grade 1 public drinking water treatment license (T1) and a Grade 2 public drinking water distribution license (D2). However, the licensing requirements in our approved Job Descriptions are higher than this. In particular, it was felt that no one is applying for the posted open position of Water Technician because the Job Description states that a T3 license is required. The board decided to leave the Job Descriptions as is for now, until our new Supervisor has had time to settle into the position. Tim Gaudet agreed to inquire if there is a formal process for updating our Job Descriptions.

Sign for Pomeroy Meadow Road Land Acquisition
One of the requirements of the Division of Water Supply Protection (DWSP) grant that helped us purchase the property on Pomeroy Meadow Rd in Southampton is to for us to install a sign and recognize the state for their grant help. DWSP has approved using the sign at Lower Pomeroy Meadow Rd, but with the year changed to 2023. Before having the sign made, Tim Gaudet agreed to ask Bridget Likely from Kestrel Land Trust to see if there were any other requirements for the sign. Once the sign has been fully approved, we will ask Robin Richard about having the sign made at Appalachian Press.


Signature for Asset Management Planning Grant
The Massachusetts Clean Water Trust submitted the Project Regulatory Agreement (PRA) for the Asset Management Grant ($48,000) that was awarded to the SWD. Since the Superintendent position is currently vacant, Chuck Kaniecki made a motion to have Tim Gaudet, the SWD clerk, sign the PRA. Tim seconded. Approved 2-0.

Review Minutes from Previous Meetings
Chuck Kaniecki made a motion to approve the minutes from the SWD meetings that took place on August 30th (with edits), September 6th, and September 13th. Tim Gaudet seconded. Approved 2-0.
